Beef Improvement Federation Awards Guideline Recommendations

Awards are presented annually by the Beef Improvement Federation to those who have provided leadership to the beef industry by making outstanding contributions to genetic improvement in the beef industry in the following categories:

Pioneer:

This award will go to individuals that have had a major role in the acceptance of performance reporting and documentation as the primary means to make genetic change in beef cattle populations.  This can include industry leaders, researchers or educators in beef cattle genetics regardless of direct contributions to BIF.  This award will be limited to no more than three recipients per year to maintain the high status of the award.  Honoring deserving individuals within the region of the hosting institution is encouraged.

Continuing Service:

This award will go to individuals that have made a major contribution to the Beef Improvement Federation.  Examples of service would include serving on the board of directors, repeated speaking engagements at the annual convention, work associated with BIF Guidelines or other behind the scenes activities.  There is no restriction on the number of award winners per year.  Honoring deserving individuals within the region of the hosting institution is encouraged.

Ambassador:
This award will go to an individual of the press corps that had made a major contribution to beef improvement or the Beef Improvement Federation.  This award is limited to one per year.

Recipients of these awards will come from a pool of nominees nominated on the BIF website, through nominations made to the Executive Secretary, or from members of the Awards Committee.  All nominations must be received and forwarded to the chair of the Awards Committee at least six weeks prior to the BIF Convention.  Nominations should include a brief resume containing the following information:  Name, Address, Phone, Organization or Institution, Education (schools attended, dates, and degrees and majors), Work Experiences, Honors and Awards, and a brief one page summary of accomplishments and contributions of the nominee to beef genetic improvement programs or the Beef Improvement Federation.

The Awards Committee is to be selected by the President of BIF each year at the mid-year meeting.  The hosting entity will have at least one representative on the committee.
